Creating News Releases

The secret to writing a good news release is to make it brief and to the point, including only pertinent information that generates interest.  Make sure the information is complete, but not too long.  Editors do not like to read lots of material and try to extract an article that will fit in their publication.  Make sure you include contact information, prices (if applicable), and reservation details and deadlines (if a reservation is required).
If you are submitting information to be printed in a community calendar, read the calendar in the publication and prepare your information using the same format.  It will be more likely to be printed, and it will save the newspaper work.   They will like you for doing this!
