Membership and Pricing
All consumers who receive concierge services related to informed medical decision making and/or diet and lifestyle counseling become members of Wellness Forum Health.  Do not schedule appointments, meet with individuals, or offer advice to people who are not members.

There are two types of consumer memberships:

· Virtual memberships – not tied to a particular location, no live instruction

· Center memberships – concentrated in a particular geographic area, live instruction offered by a provider

The price of virtual membership is established by the corporate office and there is no flexibility with pricing.  The world is a small place, and people have a way of connecting with each other, no matter where they live on the planet.  It is bad for business to have people paying different prices for the same products and services.
We do allow flexibility in pricing your local memberships based on these factors:

· Cost of doing business in your area.  Prices for everything are higher in New York than in Omaha, for example, because the cost of doing business varies so much.

· The services you offer as part of your membership. Monthly dinners, How to Get Started Saturdays, cooking classes, women’s health symposiums, and other forms of live instruction justify higher prices than virtual memberships.  The range in most markets is $149-$199 for an individual membership and $199-$239 for a family membership (limited to people who live in the same household).
