The group has blacklisted promising treatments, conspired to discredit scientists like T. Colin Campbell, takes money from almost any source, and continues to promote mammograms and other tests, drugs and procedures that have been proven to be useless and/or harmful.  We are not interested in any association with this group and do not want to contribute any money or resources, directly or indirectly, to it or its chapters. Susan Komen, The American Heart Association, and others have the same conflicts of interest and promote the same useless/harmful recommendations, often while flagrantly ignoring the role that diet and lifestyle can play in preventing and treating disease.  

Integrity is an important issue at Wellness Forum Health, and we must all be aware that money and other resources like volunteer time are important forms of endorsement and are always a vote for something – we want to make sure that the “something” is worthwhile and not something not in alignment with our goals and objectives.
